
      2009 Kindergarten Innovation Grant (PHASE 2)

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

Objectives
1
The Innovation Grant for kindergartens aims to:  
a. support innovations which enhance the quality of early childhood education, and

b. encourage kindergarten leaders to lead and promote a culture of innovation among kindergarten teachers.
Funding
2
MOE may subsidise up to 95% of the project, subject to a maximum of S$5,000 (inclusive of GST). The recipients are required to co-pay at least 5% of the total cost upfront upon funding approval. For example, if the project is estimated to be $6,000, MOE may fund up to a maximum of $5,000 and the recipient will co-pay the balance sum. If the project cost is $4,000, MOE may fund up to a maximum of $3,800 (inclusive of GST) and the recipient will co-pay the balance sum.
3
Kindergartens awarded a grant of less than $5,000 in Phase 1 may submit a new project proposal. The grant for the approved new project will be subject to a maximum cap of $5,000 per kindergarten per year. For example, if $3,000 had been awarded to a project in Phase 1, a maximum of $2,000 may be awarded for another project in Phase 2.
4 The grant will be disbursed to kindergarten recipients as follows:
a. Upon approval, MOE will give 50% of the approved funding.  (This excludes the remaining percentage of the total cost which has to be paid upfront by the recipient.)

b. Within one month of the project’s completion date, kindergarten recipients are to submit the project report and details of expenditure to MOE. 

c. Upon receipt of the project report and expenditure details, MOE will give the final installment of the funding. 
Eligibility
5
Kindergartens applying for grant must meet the following criteria: 

a.
Kindergartens must be registered with MOE; 

b.
Kindergartens must have met the academic and professional  qualifications on teachers and principals
;

c.
Kindergartens must have conducted self-appraisal in 2008 and formulated an action plan for 2009; and
d.
Applications must be supported by the supervisor or branch administrator of the kindergarten. 

Deliverables
6
Upon completion of the project, the recipients are to:

a. share their innovations, learning points and project evaluation with other kindergartens at the annual kindergarten sharing sessions organized by MOE;

b. mentor at least one kindergarten that is interested to implement such innovations; and

c. submit a short project report within one month of the project’s completion date.

Selection Criteria
7
Project proposals will be evaluated and selected based on the following criteria:  

a. Originality: The innovation shows creativity or originality in solving problems.

b. Efficiency: The innovation contributes to a more efficient way of doing things, such as saving time, money, resources and/or manpower
c. Quality: The innovation can increase the quality of the kindergarten programme, or learning environment, or services.

d. Replicability: The innovation can be replicated in other kindergartens requiring little modification.

Applicants have to submit an application form which includes details such as nature of project, budget and implementation plan. The approved projects would preferably be completed by the end of 2009.
